ARNPRIOR AGRUICULTURAL SOCIETY DEMOLITION DERBY


~DRIVER REQUIREMENTS~

· Each driver must fill out an Entry Form.  Limit of two entries per person, per open class.  Drivers must be 18 years of ago or older and hold a valid G2 or higher Driver’s License and be prepared to show their License to the Officials.  Suspended Licenses will NOT be accepted.
· The even is open to both msn and women.  All drivers must be a member of the Agricultural Society.  Membership fee is $5.00 per person.
· The Track or Promoter reserves the right to approve or reject and all entries at the discretion.
· Arguing with the Track Officials will result with a one-year suspension.  Fighting will result in a Lifetime disqualification.

· Only drivers, mechanics, etc. who have signed a release sheet will be allowed in the pit area or on the track.
· No cars are permitted in the competition area before the heat in which they are to participate in.
· The Promoter, Track Owner, or Fair Association, will not be held responsible for any cars, parts, or personal property before, during, or after the show or overnight.
· A limit of one service vehicle per derby is allowed in the pit are.
· Safety equipment must be in the Pit Area. (ie – jack, stands, fire extinguishers)
~TYPE OF CAR~

· Any American made stock: hardtop automobile or station wagon is permitted.  No truck, convertibles, jeeps, hearses, or limousines.  Also this year NO Chrysler Imperials will be allowed.

· Stock factory made rear ends are permitted, including posit action and limited slip differentials.  Welding of the pegs in the only modification allowed.

~CAR PREPARATION~

The following must be removed BEFORE arriving at the fairgrounds or Track.

1. All glass, including windshield, rear window, side windows, head and tail lights.  Rolling down windows is not acceptable.  All broken glass must be removed from the doors and the interior of the car.

2. Chrome molding strips must be removed.

3. Any sharp protruding fins or dangerous objects must be mashed down, or cut off, including roof fins, or visors.

4. Bumper and brackets can be wielded to vehicle.
5. Chained down engine mounts are recommended.

6. Radiators, transmission coolers and heaters must remain in original position or REMOVED!

7. Roll over bars are allowed but not required.

8. Only Drivers door can be wielded for drivers safety.  All other doors; hood and trunk must be fastened with wire; excessive use of wire to be determined by officials.
9. No spring jacks, blocked shocks, or reversed shackles are permitted and suspension must be free of blocks.  Springs and shocks must remain stock.  This will be the mechanics decision.
10. Only one automotive battery is allowed and may my moved to any position in the car, but most be securely fastened and covered by rubber or plastic.

11. Cutting fenders for wheel clearance and or ends of bumper is acceptable.

12. Hood may be fastened down in 4 places.  Trunk of tailgate must be fastened in 4 places.  Officials can decide on over use of wire.  It is recommended that the good and trunk lid springs can be removed.  Hood and trunks must remain open for inspection or removed.
13. Only the Driver’s door must be painted white and left blank for numbering.  The passenger front door must be left blank along with a door sized area on the roof for numbering.  Special numbers are permitted but only with pre-approval from the Demolition Derby Chairman.  If your door is not white, you will disqualified.

No white cars – this is a safety issue and will be strictly adhered to.

14. Stock tanks must be well strapped down.  No exceptions.
15. Vehicles must be swept clean, no junk, tires, wheels, metal parts, etc, are allowed in the inside.  Cars will be disqualified unless spotless.
16. Each car must be signed in and inspected at the track at least 2 hours prior to show time and the drivers must be assigned a heat.

17. It is recommended that the Driver’s door be reinforced inside with a steel bar, or angle iron pipe.  Length not to exceed more than 8” on either side of the door.

18. A mandatory 16” minimum opening must be cut in the centre of the hood over the carburetor, or removed.

19. Only automotive 4-ply (P) series tires are allowed.  No larger than P235-75 allowed.  No screws or modifications of any kind can be made to the rims.

20. A strong wire or nylon mesh screen is recommended on the driver’s window and windshield area.  Scatter shields are also recommended.

21. A fire extinguisher is also recommended.

22. All wheel weights must be removed.

23. Sun visors and mirrors must be removed.

24. No welding of the transmission is allowed.

25. Changing the linkage for gearshift is allowed as long as there is a 1-foot high shifter coming out the floor.  This must remain stock; putting a direct bar or shifter to he transmission is allowed.

26. Reinforcing the body of the car to make it more solid is not permitted.

27. Brakes on all four wheels must be working properly.  A licensed mechanic will make inspections.

28. Sunroofs must be removed and covered up with steel plate securely fastened down.

29. Headers will be allowed only if they are pointed straight up, or under the car.

30. All antifreeze must be drained and replaced with straight water only.

~COMPETING~

1. A safety belt, Z-90 approved helmet and approved goggles are required.  The helmet can be full or open-faced.  Goggles or face shield must be clear, no colours or tints allowed.

2. Drivers may maneuver forward of backwards.  No deliberate head on collisions or deliberate hitting on the Driver’s door will be tolerated.
3. Vehicles must have dependable and sufficient brakes at all times.

4. Boundaries must be observed.

5. No drinking alcoholic beverages on track, emergency vehicle area or in the pit area.  Any driver or pitman under the influence of alcohol or drugs will be immediately disqualified and removed from the ground and a two-year ban or re-entering the Derby will be given.  The vehicle will also be disqualified.  A Breathalyzer test will be given to any individual in question in the pit area.
6. A vehicle will be disqualified should the driver’s door come open during a heat.

7. A 2-minute time limit for restarts and a 1-minute time limit for making competitive contact with another vehicle will be enforced by the Track Officials.  Hits must be aggressive, contact within time limit does not constitute combat and should be considered sandbagging.
8. A $50.00 protest fee is required to contest another vehicle.  The will be awarded to the person in the right of the claim.  All protests must be received before work begins on the cars for the finals.  No large groups to approach cars in questions.  Plus a one year suspension.
9. The Derby will be composed of individual heats and one feature.  The winner of each heat will win a cash prize and a Trophy.  Winners of each heat advance to the feature.  The winner of the Feature will win the Grand Prize and Trophy.  Competitors can entre the Grudge Match ($20.00 fee) with the winner taking all and advancing to the Feature.  Decisions of the Official Judge will be FINAL!
~ADDITIONAL RULES~ 

1. A driver is allowed to entre 2 open cars; 1 mid-size and 1 mini car.  An alternative driver may be available for the second car, should the situation arise where both are in the same heat or Feature.  Mini and mid-size to be decided by operators.

2. There will be a Powder Puff Event for the Ladies only!  This will be a large class car event.

3. There will be a $5.00 charge for each pitman.  Pitmen are required to sign a waiver and must wear a tag identify what car they are associated with.  Pitmen are under the same rules and regulations as the drivers and any unacceptable behaviour (consuming drugs or alcohol, arguing, etc.) will result in disqualification from the Derby.  No one under 16 will be issued a pit pass.

THESE RULES SUPERSEDE ANY AND ALL RULES PREVIOUSLY ISSUED.

RULES AND REGULATIONS ARE SUBJECT TO CHANGE.

· Wire only! No chains.
· Driver’s door, white only.
· Excess of wire to be determined by officials.
· Air bags must be disarmed or removed.
· Truck and hoods must remain open.
